Thirteen: The file of real estate, assets and state's funds 

In order to protect the state's funds and not to waste it, and to ensure 
that it is used rationally for the public benefit, the Commission has 
worked to address the most important files in this regard through a 
series of serious and bold steps. The most important lies in the 
actions taken in connection with files of state funds, which is still in 
the trust of former officials and the state real estate file. Below are the 
most prominent achievements of the Commission in these two axes: 
 

1- The file of the state real estate: 
Recognizing the seriousness of the state's real estate file and its 
importance, CoI presidency gave a special attention to this file by 
forming sub-teams in the governorates under the supervision of a 
central team at CoI headquarters. These teams takes the inventory of 
the state-owned properties that are seized or confiscated for the 
benefit of Ministry of Finance and which were owned, sold or leased 
to employees (Senior officials or other employees) or those charged 
with public service or others, whether the sale, privatization or lease 
was contrary to the law, the applicable procedures or was in return of 
excessive defraud in the estimation of the rental allowance. 
Immediately after these teams carried out their tasks, the 
Commission discovered several irregularities at Baghdad and other 
governorates in the file of the state's real estate. Below are the most 
important issued identified by the teams in this field: 
 

- Discrimination in the prices of the distribution of some land 
plots by the concerned authorities 

- The irregularities in granting land plots exceeding the size of 
the area specified in Legislative Order No. 12 of 2014 

- The existence of properties occupied by some political parties 
with inappropriate rent allowances 

- The irregularities in granting land plots contrary to instructions 
to those who have already received land plots from the state. 

 
 
CoI efforts in the follow-up of the real estate of the State file resulted 
in the following: 

- Filing a criminal case concerning the offenses that reach the 
level of criminal action 

-  Referring the irregularities related to the allocation and 
distribution of the state property to the General Secretariat of 
the Council of Ministers in order to take the legal actions in 
respect thereof. 



- Forming a committee to review the regulations of the land 
allocation, where the suggestion was referred to the General 
Secretariat of the Cabinet, which in its turn issued a divan order 
including the formation of a committee headed by the Assistant 
Secretary General of the Council of Ministers, the Inspector 
General of the Ministry of Housing and Public Municipalities 
and the Inspector General of Baghdad Municipality to consider 
the regulations concerning the distribution of land plots in the 
event that the conditions required by the Council of Ministers' 
Resolution No. 168 of 2014 are met.  
 

2- File of money and assets recovery still in the trust of former 

officials 

Starting from the national responsibility of CoI, CoI presidency took 

urgent exceptional measures in respect of money and assets belong 

to the state which are still in the trust of the former officials and have 

not been recovered yet to the concerned entities. CoI commissioner 

formed specialized teem concerned with detection, following up and 

recovery  of  state money which is still in the trust of former officials 

according to valid legal context and the keenness to apply the law 

upon everyone without any exception to preserve the public money.

Fifteenth: Instructions of financial disclosure status 

As implementing to what is mentioned in the two articles No. (6/q 

d, 16)20 of CoI law No.30 for the year 2011, CoI issued the 

instructions of financial disclosure status to organize the 

commitment principles and rules in order to be submitted by the 

covered persons. The different opinion between CoI and state 

consultative council about instructions content led to ratifying the 

draft, that is submitted by CoI, by board of ministers as it is 

considered the concerned body to settle the disputes between the 

two parties, moreover it is the higher administrative body in Iraq.  

  

Sixteenth: accomplishment of CoI strategic plan  

In order to achieve CoI objectives according to its law No.(30) of 

(2011) and in compliance with the importance of strategic planning 

to make the institution work successful moreover as 

complimentary to CoI achievement to the Anti-Corruption National 

Strategic Draft, CoI accomplished the first stage, which is 

considered as a first step of its kind in the history of CoI work, 

represented by ratifying CoI strategic plan for the period (2017-

2021). This step came as a result of forming a specialized 

scientific team working on developing a CoI strategic plan. After 

reviewing CoI work, analyzing its resources and determining 

available chances and challenges according to most recent 

scientific approaches, the team achieved CoI strategic plan draft.  

 

Seventeenth: Code of Conduct amendment:  

The valid CoI law No. (30) of (2011) according to item fifth  of 

article (6), authorized CoI commissioner to issuing code of conduct 

in which it is included by the Law within CoI methods to fighting 

corruption and adopting transparency in managing governance 

affairs in order to ensure proper performance of public service 

duties. Accordingly and based on item Sixth of article (3) the CoI

(6) and clause (3) of Article (10) of CoI Law No. 30 of 2011, we have decided 
to issue the following: 
 

First amendment of Code of Conduct 
No. (1) Of (2016) 

 
Article -1- 
Article (5) of Code of Conduct shall be amended to read as follows: (The 
persons covered by this Regulation shall be bound to read what is stated 
therein, to sign the attached form, and to act accordingly. The concerned 
parties shall undertake disciplinary measures against those who abstain from 
signing the regulation intentionally) 
 
Article -2- 
Article (6), paragraph (2) of the Regulation shall be amended to read as 
follows: (keeping the form referred to in Article 5 of the Code of Conduct in the 
personal file of each employee and assigned to a public service after reviewing 
it and signing the attached form) 
 
Article -3- 
First: adding the following phrase to the form attached to the Code of Conduct: 
(I, the undersigned, have reviewed the provisions and rules contained in the 
Code of Conduct, and undertake to comply with what is stated therein. 
Otherwise, I shall bear legal liability in accordance with the relevant laws) 
 
 
Second: adding the following phrase to the note in the form attached to the 
regulation (Attach a copy of the ID or national card with the Code of Conduct) 
 
Third: amending the form attached to the Code of Conduct to be in the form 
attached to this amendment 
 
Article -4-
